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“As the social and environmental costs of engineering works are closely scrutinised,

the use of Trenchless (No-Dig) Techniques continues to become a preferred option

for the installation, rehabilitation and replacement of underground utilities.”
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THE CHINA MARKET
TRENCHLESS ASIA 2004 is the third event in this

specialised series of events focusing on trenchless

technology within the Asia Pacific region. Previous

events have been held in Singapore and Hong Kong.

Within developing Asia, China is one of the fastest

growing markets in the world and has consistently

reported growth rates over 7% for the last decade. 

The potential for the increased use of trenchless

technology in China is enormous, due to the significant

predicted expansion of new utility services, the need for

rehabilitating ageing water, sewer and gas pipelines, as

well as the anticipated increase in traffic which will

result in competition for road space.

Some five years ago, less than 1% of pipe and cable

installation in China was trenchless, but this has

increased significantly as organisations responsible for

gas, water, sewerage, and cable utility services in many

major cities are recognising the benefits of trenchless

methods. Now, many municipal government authorities

have decreed that the use of open trench methods must

be restricted and as traffic problems increase in cities

throughout China, the case for the use of trenchless

technology is becoming more emphatic.

MAJOR PROJECTS
According to 1998 Chinese Government figures,

around 70,000 km of pipeline and cable is installed in

China every year and there is evidence that pipeline

repair work has increased at a rate of 30% over the

last few years. 

New long distance pipelines have recently been, or are

in the process of being, constructed to bring natural gas

to major urban areas such as Shanghai and Beijing. The

West-East Natural Gas Transportation Pipeline Project

alone involves more than 4,000 km of pipeline which

will transport gas from remote gas fields to Shanghai.

This pipeline will also serve 50 medium to large size

cities, which will all need extensive new gas distribution

networks. A part of this project completed in early

January 2002 was the Qiantangjiang River crossing in

Eastern China where 300mm diameter gas pipe was

installed using the an HDD rig with 4.5ton pullback

force – the largest currently in China.

A new gas pipe installation project is also underway

across the Huanghe River near Zhengzhouo in central

China. HDD and microtunnelling will be used

simultaneously in the crossing of some 3,500m.

Pipe bursting has also been successfully introduced with

the completion of a gas pipeline replacement over 50m

long in Beijing using PE pipe to replace old steel pipes. 

In addition to these examples, there is demand for fibre

optic cable and the need to transfer electricity cables from

overhead lines to underground in many Chinese cities.

All the evidence points to enormous growth in the use of

trenchless technology in China over the next decade

making it one of the largest trenchless markets in the world.

CONFERENCE

A two day conference programme will be held alongside

the Exhibition, providing engineers with an opportunity to

learn about the applications of various trenchless

techniques, while at the same time addressing the

challenges particular to the China market. Technical

papers will present technology and techniques used in all

aspects of planning, management, evaluation and design,

new installation, repair and rehabilitation. Case studies

illustrating examples of projects undertaken in the region

will also highlight the challenges, solutions and benefits

of using trenchless techniques.

Completed in 1955 the SEC was the first conference and

exhibition facility to be built after the founding of the

People’s Republic of China and has recently undergone a

$20 million renovation programme that brings it right

back to today’s accepted International standards. 

The SEC is set in a magnificent complex that boasts lawns

and fountains in addition to car parks, restaurants and

shops. Traffic access is easy and there is a range of top

class hotels nearby to suit all budgets.
